Geothermal Heat Pumps

Scott Teller of Earthwise Energy Technology will present on the technical design and application of DX Geothermal
technology. The presentation will cover the different types of heating/cooling distribution systems, domestic hot water
capabilities, control strategies, and installation procedures both inside and outside the building.

Scott has been in the HVAC businessin New England for 25 years and is currently the General Manager of Earthwise
Energy Technologies, LLC, based in Rl and covering all six New England states. This company is dedicated to aterna-
tive energy and it’s cornerstone product line ECR Technology, a direct exchange (DX) geothermal heat pump manufac-
turer. Scott was formerly with FIA, the Bell and Gossettt Rep in Boston.

The Business of Commissioning

Carl Lawson of PWI Commissioning Serviceswill be presenting this month as part of ASHRAE' s Distinguished Lec-
turer Series. This presentation will explain the history of commissioning, where it came from, and where it is going.

Carl will discuss why you can’t afford not to do commissioning, the business of commissioning, how to get started in the
business, why it is necessary that a party who designs the systems is not the party who commissionsiit, and some of the
processes that must be done along the way.

Carl N. Lawson is a Commissioning Authority for PWI Commissioning Services, in Durham, NC. He has been involved
in the ASHRAE Commissioning Process since 1984 and has remained active on the respective committees since that
time. Over his career he has commissioned hospitals, medical clinics, prison laboratories, high tech facilities, and office
buildings throughout the U.S. and abroad. Mr. Lawson isa pioneer in the commissioning industry and a frequent lec-
turer on the process. In 2000 he was awarded the Benner Award for his dedication to the commissioning process and has
also received the ASHRAE Distinguished Service Award. Heis currently an instructor for the Commissioning Course
taught by the Building Commissioning Association.

Review of September’s Programs:

Jay Mullowney of Vermont Gas provided an excellent presentation on the causes and detection methods of carbon mon-
oxide and how dangerous it can be when heating and hot water systems are not properly installed or maintained and CO
alarmsare not in place. This presentation was very well received by the chapter and received an average score of 92 in
the evaluations with 23 people in attendance.

Jeff Wolfe of Global Resource Options presented on the technol ogies, applications, and economics for preheating venti-
lation air with solar thermal energy systems. This presentation was aso well received and scored an average of 73 on
the evaluations.

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History Report

ging into the history of ASHRAE.
ASHRAE Society web site has some great articlesin
PDF format that provide for some interesting reading.
One articletitled A Long Strong Pull Together provides
these tid bits of information:

Until 1890 the business of HVAC had mostly followed
rule of thumb design practices. In 1889 the Master
Steam and Hot Water Fitters Association was formed to
protect the interest of the contractors. At the sametime
more sophisticated scientific approaches to design were
being imported from Europe, more specifically England.
The early meetings of this association were primarily
attended by business and sales men and therefore end up
being “the conventions were principally for the discus-
sion of business matters and but scant courtesy was
given to the reading of these [technical] papers, and
practically no discussion followed.” Apparently dueto
the conflict between the need for technical information
distribution and the actual business type meetings that
were happening The American Society of Heating and
Ventilating Engineers (ASHVE) was formed.

The article continues on with more interesting informa-
tion with some humorous facts and graphics of histori-
cal logos and photos.
