Topic:  Radiant Heat and Snow Melt Design 
 
Presenter:  John Williams of Emerson Swan 
This presentation will cover the system design guidelines, calculations, installation components and controls for radiant 
snowmelt.   The various applications will be covered such as parking garages, store entrances, hospital and emergency 
areas, etc.  Lastly the benefits of using radiant snowmelt over other snow and ice removal techniques will be discussed 
including reduced maintenance of interior and exterior finishes, reduced use of sand and salt, less degrading of concrete 
and landscaping, reduced labor costs, reduced liability for building owners. 
John Williams is Senior Vice President of Emerson-Swan Inc. managing upstate New York operations for all three office 
locations including sales and marketing of Commercial Engineered Products and Wholesale Distribution Products, as 
well as the newly formed Applied Products Group in New England Markets.  
 
 
Topic:  Glycols and Freeze Protection 
 
Presenter:  Kevin Connor of Dow Chemical  
Glycol is often added to HVAC systems to provide protection from freezing temperatures.  Long term, effective system 
operation is routinely attainable as long as differences in the physical and chemical properties of glycol-water mixtures 
versus pure water are taken into account.  Many times the design engineer, mechanical contractor, or owner-operator fail 
to appreciate the importance of handling glycols differently than water and this leads to a variety of system problems.  
This presentation provides insight on how best to use glycols for freeze protection and discusses common problems en-
countered with improper installation, operation and maintenance. 
Kevin Connor received a BSc. in Chemistry in 1985 from the University of Waterloo (Canada).  He has worked for The 
Dow Chemical Company for 20 years and is currently a Senior Development Specialist responsible for technical support 
of the DOWTHERMTM and DOWFROSTTM inhibited glycol product line.  Kevin is a member of ASHRAE’s Eastern 
Michigan Chapter and a member of TC3.1 Refrigerants and Secondary Coolants.

        Several sessions relating to integrated or sustainable design will be presented at the American Society of Heat-
ing, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers' 2006 Winter Meeting, Jan. 21-25, Chicago, at the Palmer House 
Hilton. One-hundred and four sessions will be presented

        Integrated design is an all-encompassing design strategy thatshould integrate architecture, engineering, building 
use, location and utilities into a building form that meets or exceeds the requirements of 
the integrated components, according to Mescher.  
        "Green building design has grabbed headlines," he said. "As asubcomponent of integrated building design, 
green building design has become the marketing measure of forward thinking for engineering professionals. As a 
minimum, design teams should be asking: 'Why can a building not recognize when the occupants arrive and turn on 
the 
necessary building functions to support occupants?  Can the heating and cooling system be integrated with the build-
ing architecture to minimize the need for mechanical support?  Can the building control system be integrated with 
communication, alarm, security and other electronic systems?'"
