Insights is a short article by Bill  Coad titled "10
Commandments For Successful ASHRAE Chapters". I
thought it would be interesting to use it as a yardstick to
see how our chapter measures up to expectations.

April Meeting:

T h e  f e a t u r e  o f  t h e  e v e n i n g  w a s  a n  e x c e l l e n t
presentation by our Chapter Historian, Steve Poole.
Steve took us on a trip through the history of the first
steam engines and how in the 1930's Ethan Allen
Furniture Plant installed one in their Beecher Falls, VT
plant.  Through photos Steve gave us a tour of the plant
and talked about how Ethan Allen uses the steam
engine in the same way PRV's are used to reduce the
steam pressure.  Basically the plant needs high pressure
steam and low pressure steam for their operation, so
instead of using a PRV and wasting the energy
generated in the reduction of the steam pressure they
turn it into power for their plant. The plant also uses
the waste hardwood from their process to fuel the
steam boiler. Talk about cost savings!  If you are
interested in the savings created in this system contact
Steve for more information.

Today we would install a steam turbine instead of a
steam engine. Next time you have a project and are
thinking about installing a PRV, take a look at the big
picture of the project and see if it would be cost
effective for the clients to generate their own power
instead.

If you are interested in these, you can start at
www.energycodes.gov. The current VT Guidelines for Energy
Efficient Commercial Construction are slated for a review
over the summer using IECC 2003 as a model code (updated
from IECC 2000). The states "working group" will reconvene
in the fall to review and approve these updates with a 2003
implementation proposed. The guidelines apply to the City of
Burlington, all Act 250 projects and state buildings.

Yes, the 2001 Vermont Guidelines apply to State Buildings
now

The Department of Buildings and General Services has
indicated to our TEGA committee that they will be requiring
all state building construction to conform to the latest 2001
Vermont Guidelines for Energy Efficient Commercial
Construction (formerly know as the CBES). Currently all
school construction must conform to ASHRAE standard 90.1-
1989. We are pushing for the adoption of the VT 2001
Vermont Guideline in the next rule-making process. This
may occur next year. It is still not clear when the standard
will go back to the state house for legislation.
