· Financial: scholarship opportunity, project incentives, 
graduate degree financial support

· Networking: career and project opportunities
· Continuing Education: we never stop learning and

professional journals and handbooks are a great place 
to start.

· Altruistic Reasons: in our societies we are surrounded 
by people that have the same professional and
personal values as ourselves or we wouldn't all be
there!

S tructure - have an outline for your presentation and follow
it
P urpose - What are you trying to accomplish with your
presentation?
E nthusiasm - If you aren't excited about your topic, your
audience won't be either
A udience  - Know you audience, professionals, lay persons,
etc.
K nowledge - be knowledgeable about your topic

As an audience:
L earn -take something away from the presentation
I nterest - show interest in the subject matter
S upportive - be an active listener, nod, make eye contact
T hink - ask questions and raise concerns
E valuate - does what you are hearing make sense and how
can you apply it?
N eed - What can you take away from the presentation?
