/ General Note:

As you can see from the schedule, we are filling up the
meeting topics pretty quickly. If anyone has any additional ideas for meet-
ings and especially for the Seminars in May, please let me know as soon as
possible so we can schedule them in.

September Meeting:

Thank you to all that attended the tour of the ECHO Center for Lake

Champlain on September 3. We had 48 people come to the tour and 35 for dinner and the presentation. That is one
of the best turnouts for a meeting that we have had in years. Special thanks go out to our speakers. Andy Shapiro
talked about the building envelope features and how the general contractor incorporated them into the building.
Highlights include triple pane glass, special insulation, and true thermal breaks in everything. Scott Henning spoke
about the specific design of the air system and the plumbing systems used to cool the fish tanks. All comfort heating
and cooling is accomplished with air. There is no baseboard radiation even though there are several places in the
building with glass walls. This was accomplished by using triple pane glass. Tom Anderson talked about the com-
missioning process and showed pictures of the numerous items that had to be corrected. Many were not things that
would normally be noticed unless there was a commissioning process for the project. | mentioned last month that
this is a LEED certified building. Actually, this is a LEED registered building, but the building team expects to get
the full certification this fall.

October Meeting:

With fall coming fast and heating season already starting in some parts of the state, the October meeting will have a
steam heating theme. Ed Darney and Rick Mercer from Weil McLain will be bringing a steam-training trailer for the
technical session. The trailer is equipped with Pyrex glass piping and has cut away glass view ports for all the steam
specialties. The result is that you can actually see what the steam is doing as it moves through the system. They can
also create common problems in the demo system so you can see why the system won’t work well under certain in-
stances. Ed and Rick will also speak at the main program and will cover replacing old steam boiler systems. There
is a big difference in boiler technology between old steam boilers and current designs. Ed and Rick will talk about
the differences between the technologies and show us how to properly apply a new steam boiler to an old steam pip-
ing system. They will also talk about the problems and solutions if the new design rules are not followed.

In our quest to find a new permanent meeting place, our meeting this month will be held at the Inn at Essex. This is
one of the premier New England Culinary Institute restaurants. It is located in Essex Junction near the Essex Outlet
Mall. We will gather in the meeting room and then go out to the parking lot for the tech session. Once again, we will
be sending out an RSVP e-mail so that we have an accurate count for dinner.

FROM BURLINGTON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT- DRIVING TIME 10-15 Minutes

From terminal take a left onto Airport Drive for % mile to Williston Road. Turn left and go 1.7 miles to Industrial
Avenue (first set of lights). Bear left for 1.5 miles to the next light. Turn left again onto Route 2A North for 3 miles
to a 5-way intersection in Essex Junction. Bear right onto Route 15 East for 1.5 miles to VT-289 East. Take the next
exit, Exit 10 (Essex Way), and turn right onto Essex way.

LOCAL INDUSTRY NEWS:

What was that in the sky last Friday morning at the Mapletree Place Construc-
tion Site? The mechanical contractor on the job used a helicopter to set 12
packaged rooftop units in place on the roof. It only took 45 minutes to set all
12 RTU's in place, including 2 breaks to refuel the helicopter. The helicopter
41 runs on just a few gallons of fuel so that there is less weight in the helicopter,
and they can have a greater lifting capacity. Helicopter lifts are pretty rare in
Vermont, but this one was required due to the jobsite conditions.
