Since no chemicals are added, the tower water can be discharged into storm sewers, and is 
very environmentally safe.  The technology is gaining momentum, as it is eligible for points in the LEED rating sys-
tem.

Region I Recognized

Society web site 

ROCHESTER, N.Y. -- Maintaining Web sites 
takes more time than most chapters expect. 

To assist chapter Webmasters in creating and 
maintaining their sites, a workshop was held at 
Region I's recent chapter regional conference. 
Mike Colwell, Region I Webmaster, provided 
attendees with information on creating pages, 
HTML coding, pictures and graphics, ASHRAE's 
policy and procedures for Web sites and other 
resources. 

"What I have found from my polling is that there 
is a dearth of experienced Webmasters among our 
membership," he said. "Some chapters have eager 
members who have taken the time to learn enough 
to modify the Web templates. Others have pur-
chased programs, such as Microsoft Front Page, 
and again spent the time to learn and develop 
their pages. A couple of chapters turned to their 
student branch to get their sites developed. What 
many have found, however, is that it takes more 
time to keep them updated than they expected. 
This has led to a few becoming obsolete. Some 
larger chapters can afford to pay a professional to 
do the leg work, and Boston laid out a fair sum to 
have the site built in a way that allows easier edit-
ing." 

In the workshop, Colwell highlighted basic infor-
mation that should be included on home pages, as 
well as other items for successful sites. This in-
cludes links to current and past newsletters, up-
coming events and meetings, current and past 
minutes, history, general information and statis-
tics, chapter committee pages, sign-up for e-
mailed newsletters and RSVPs for meetings. He 
also provided additional resources, such as sites 
for free clipart and Webmaster tip archives. 

To encourage better and more consistent chapter 
sites, Region I hosts a regional competition, Web-
sitation of Excellence, in which chapters are 
awarded points based on archiving of current 
year's newsletters and minutes. This year, the con-
test was won by the Boston Chapter.

The chapter gets points in the be-
low categories for activities that we do throughout the 
year.  The awards banner that you see at the meetings 
represents CVC’s accomplishments over the years.  Be-
low are definitions of what some of those awards are.  If 
you want to know more about PAOE check out the 
www.ashrae.org website and do a search for the 2003-
2004 PAOE newsletter.   
 
Award System: 
PAOE: Minimum in five of the six categories 
Special Citation:Minimum in 5 of the 6 categories with 
a minimum total of 4600 points. 
STAR: PAR in all categories 
Honor Roll:PAOE for at least 4 consecutive years 
High Honor Roll:STAR for at leas 4 consecutive years 
Premier:PAOE every year since the chapter’s inception 
or since 1970; minimum of 4 years; chapter’s first year 
is excluded. 
Highest Points:Highest point total for the category by 
size, last year’s Area Assigned Members. Level 1 = less 
than 100 members; Level 2 = 100-249, Level 3 = 250-
449, Level 4 = 500 or more.
