The owner decided to make it a LEED building 
after the main building had already been designed.  There are a lot of innovative design aspects that include a central 
heating and cooling system for 26 fish tanks, a downsized chiller and a large air handler with a heat recovery wheel.  
The AHU conditions the entire building and allows return air and bathroom exhaust to pass through the same wheel.  
Water to water heat pumps provide cooling for the winter months and during low load conditions.
