/ March Meeting Review:

I was not able to attend the March meeting this month, but am told that it was a good night. The
tech session was a discussion on Professional Liability Insurance by Tom Goldrich of Smith, Bell
and Thompson Insurance. The main program was a discussion of mold in buildings by Tom Broido of ATC Associ-
ates. | am told that both speakers did a good job with their topics.

April Meeting: Maralynne Flehner, ASHRAE Distinguished Lecturer

The April meeting could be the best meeting of the year. If you are going to come to one ASHRAE meeting all year,
this is the one to come to. Each year, every region is allowed five ASHRAE Distinguished Lecturers, and this year
we were able to get one for our chapter. A Distinguished Lecturer is a person that has been recommended by other
chapters for giving an outstanding topic and presentation. At the Chapter Regional Conference last August, | spoke
with other chapter’s program chairs and Maralynne Flehner was highly recommended. Her program and presentation
are so good that she will be speaking at over twenty different chapters this year, all over the country. Maralynne is a
retired lawyer from Pennsylvania and she currently chairs ASHRAE Technical Committee 1.7 — Business, Manage-
ment and General Legal Education. She will present “The ASHRAE Member’s Survival Guide. — Risk Management
101.” The presentation will focus on contracts, dispute resolution, and proper document management. Descriptions
of each topic follow:

The first segment of the program, which is geared primarily to firm principals, consulting engineers and other HVAC&R
business owners, focuses on contracts. It explains what a contract is, how a contract is formed, and how best to approach
contract negotiations. The segment then identifies a number of risks that ASHRAE members face (including risks arising
out of plans and specifications, litigation costs and damage awards), discusses how members can avoid and/or limit these
risks through the use of contract terms, and identifies provisions commonly contained in client generated agreements that
should be carefully avoided.

The second segment of the program, which is directed to those ASHRAE members who deal with clients and customers,
focuses on risk avoidance through the development of good dispute resolution skills. This portion of the program dis-
cusses problem solving; how to defuse a tense situation; when not to communicate directly with clients; how to resolve a
full-blown dispute; when to settle; and how to conduct effective settlement negotiations.

The final segment of the program, which applies to all HYAC&R industry members, focuses on the last main line of
defense against risk, which is good document management. This segment discusses the importance of being cognizant of
what you put into writing; the kinds of documents ASHRAE members should always have in their files; and the kinds of
documents they should never generate. It also contains a brief discussion of what members can expect in a litigation,
some important rules for testifying, and concludes with tips on how to survive the stress of a lawsuit.

In addition to Maralynne Flehner, we have the honor of hosting the Director and Regional Chair for ASHRAE Re-
gion 1, Lynn Bellenger. Lynn holds the top spot in ASHRAE Region I. She will be speaking briefly during the tech-
nical session about what is going on at the regional and national levels in ASHRAE right now. As an added bonus
for this night, each attendee that pays for dinner will receive a coupon for a free drink, courtesy of the Champlain
Valley Chapter.
