- - several new materials that are available
to help meet the minimum energy efficiency require-
ments of ANSI/ASHRAE/IESNA Standard 90.1-2001,
Energy Standard for Buildings Except Low-Rise Resi-
dential Buildings. With a new continuing education
module, based on ASHRAE’s existing short course, you
can learn how to comply with the HVAC and service
water heating sections of Standard 90.1 without leaving
your office. The three-hour module includes student
handouts, instructor's materials and a series of Power-
Point slides, all contained on a CD. Guidance on com-
plying with 90.1 also can be found in the short course as
well as a new online program. For more information on
any of these ASHRAE Learning Institute offerings,
email edu@ashrae.org. For those unfamiliar with this
latest version of Standard 90.1-2001, it can be viewed or
purchased online at www.ashrae.org. There is also a
new 90.1-2001 User’s Manual that eases use of the stan-
dard by offering information about its intent and appli-
cation, as well as by including numerous examples and
sample calculations that illustrate how architects and
engineers can apply Standard 90.1-2001 to their build-
ing designs. It also provides information on energy
simulation computer programs used in the energy cost
budget method of compliance. There are also several
addenda to 90.1-2001 that have been approved by ASH-
RAE that can be downloaded for free from
www.ashrae.org .
Efficiency Vermont presented two new publications at
the annual Better Buildings by Design conference last
week that provide guidance for going beyond minimum
energy code compliance to achieve “high performance”
or “best practice” buildings. The High Performance
Design Guide and the Energy Benchmark for High
Performance Buildings (E-Benchmark) are two com-
panion documents that provide the “how” and the
“what” to designing high performance buildings that
exceed the minimum requirements of 90.1-2001. Both
these books are available for free by calling Efficiency
Vermont at 888-921-5990 or e-mail:
info@efficiencyvermont.com.
