Bob Howe will be speaking at our meeting, so if you have 
any questions, or would like to voice your concerns about 
our lack of a mechanical code in the state don’t miss this 
meeting !! 

The second item that we will be taking part in is the 
“solutions for school facilities, today and tomorrow” sum-
mit at Vermont college in Montpelier. This summit will be 
focusing on improving the health, energy efficiency, cost-
effectiveness, and sustainability of our Vermont schools. It 
is taking place on March 30th. If you have any interest in 
attending, or would like more info contact  Elaine Wang at  
ewang@10percentchallenge.org. We will have a booth 
there with brochures and information on the technical offer-
ings and publications that we have available to help design-
ers and Engineers. 

At this months meeting we will be awarding the 
Thomas Wolfstich scholarship. Rob Favali has headed this 
up for us again this year, and raised almost $2000 from lo-
cal companies. Thank you Rob, and all who donated to 
make this award possible!!

Topic:  Changes to the Vermont Fire and Building Code regarding HVAC system design requirements 
 
Robert Howe will highlight recent revisions to the Vermont Fire and Building Code (effective October 22, 2005) which 
no longer adopts the International Mechanical Code (IMC).  This presentation will cover critical information for HVAC 
design and construction professionals in Vermont including: 
  
• New code requirements regarding prevention of CO poisoning and CO detection 
• NFPA standards used to address heating systems, ventilation, etc. 
• Incorporation of the boiler rules under the fire & building safety code 
• Division organization changes 
 
As the Chief Fire Prevention Officer for the Division of Fire Safety, Bob Howe has authored the fire & building safety 
codes for Vermont for the past 20 years. Recent legislative initiatives have included the new requirements regarding CO, 
fire-safe cigarettes as well as the division re-organization.

Rudy Hauser of Siemens Energy & Automation presented on the general applications and benefits of VFD's in HVAC 
systems.
