New Technologies in Gas Phase Filtration Products 
 
 This presentation will cover the principles of gas phase filtration including adsorption condensation 

and chemisorption used in most current HVAC gas phase products. We will discuss how and why gas phase filters 
work in some applications and fail in others as well as how to successfully apply the new products and technologies 
in variety of common IAQ issues. Gas phase contaminants are playing a larger role in indoor air quality and a basic 
understanding about available filter technologies can be important.

Information packets 
will be handed out describing the new standard and conversion charts from “Dust Spot Efficiencies” to the new

ASHRAE Recognized As 
"Audited Designator" by ANSI  

 
ATLANTA – The American Society of Heating, Re-
frigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) 
has been deemed an “audited designator” by the Ameri-
can National Standards Institute (ANSI), one of only 
five organizations to earn the designation. 
Audited designators are those who have demonstrated a 
"consistent record of successful voluntary standards de-
velopment," according to ANSI. The designation means 
that ASHRAE now has the authority to designate its 
standards as ANSI standards without approval by 
ANSI’s Board of Standards Review. 
ASHRAE should now be able to get standards published 
in less time, perhaps four to six weeks since the Society 
will not have to wait for the letter ballot process at 
ANSI. 
"ASHRAE is pleased to receive ANSI's recognition as 
an audited designator," Ronald Vallort, P.E., ASHRAE 
president, said. "The ANSI designation recognizes 
ASHRAE’s strong consensus standards development 
process, which draws a wide variety of professional dis-
ciplines and perspectives." 
ASHRAE currently has 114 standards in various stages 
of development. 
ASHRAE, founded in 1894, is an international organi-
zation of 55,000 persons. Its sole objective is to advance 
through research, standards writing, publishing and con-
tinuing education the arts and sciences of heating, venti-
lation, air conditioning and refrigeration to serve the 
evolving needs of the public.
