Technology Transfer Highlights for September 
 
Presentation – Carbon Monoxide 
 
There’s been a tremendous amount of interest on this topic over the past year in Vermont as a result of the tragic incident 
at Redstone Apartments.  This presentation will focus on the combustion process and how carbon monoxide is created, 
how to prevent it, and some heating system inspection tips.  Mr. Mullowney will review the details of recent carbon 
monoxide incidents in Vermont and will also discuss risk management strategies and code changes. 
 
Instructor – James “J.” Mullowney has held various management positions at Vermont Gas Systems for the past 15 
years.  He is currently Manager of Purchasing & Facilities.  He has investigated numerous carbon monoxide incidents 
for VT Gas and has presented gas certification training courses to hundreds of students throughout Vermont for the past 
10 years. 
 
He holds a Mechanical Engineering degree from Rutgers University and a Masters degree in administration from St. 
Michaels College. 

 
Presentation – Solar HVAC Applications 
 
Solar thermal technologies and economic have never been better. Equipment for capturing solar energy as both hot air 
and hot water is available off the shelf. Federal tax credits reduce the costs by up to 50%. Fuel prices can make the eco-
nomic payback less than 10 years. Social reality makes the payback much faster. 
Jeff will explain simple ways to incorporate solar into facilities of all types for reliable energy generation. He will also 
explain how to work with these items as LEED credits, gaining the most from these expenditures both in terms of LEED 
credits and energy harvest. 
 
Instructor – Jeff is a founder and CEO of Global Resource Options, Inc. GRO is the leading PV dealer in New York and 
New England, as well as the leading PV distributor located in and focused on the northeast US market. GRO also works 
with solar thermal energy systems for residential and commercial projects. As a NABCEPTM Certified PV Installer, and a 
Registered Professional Engineer, Jeff has been involved in some of the high profile installations in the northeast. At 
GRO, Jeff is in charge of Marketing, Engineering, High Performance Design Consulting, and Strategy. Previously, Jeff 
was a Partner in an engineering firm, designing mechanical systems for over five million square feet of projects through-
out the eastern US.
